Reflecting the journal’s comprehensive mission, they encompass a broad spectrum of jurisprudence
(Figh), ranging from fundamental studies to acts of worship (Ibadat), transactions (Mu’amalat), and
penal laws.

The validity of knowledge and wisdom lies in their manifestation and effectiveness in human
thought, action, and conduct. Sciences dedicated to guidance and the regulation of human behavior—
particularly Jurisprudence and Ethics—bear a profound responsibility in facilitating human perfection
and prosperity; they are considered the manifestations of intellectual and theoretical maturity. As one
of the most established academic journals in the field, the Journal of Jurisprudential Researches, in
this new phase, seeks to foster an active synergy between theoretical knowledge, rationality,
spirituality, and normative obligations, with a strong emphasis on ijtihad-based (deductive) teachings.

Undoubtedly, addressing contemporary emerging issues requires a commitment to development
and rationality. Achieving practical solutions to the challenges in cultural, economic, social, and
international spheres necessitates that jurisprudential studies—relying on robust intellectual
capacities—not only deepen the roots of jurisprudential theories but also analyze and synthesize new
findings. Today, scholars and theorists in the field of jurisprudence bear a heavier burden; for the
audience and researchers in the spheres of legislation and the regulation of civil, family, and individual
matters, expect the fruits of scholarly inquiry that integrate ijtihad-based teachings into legal and
social discourse, thereby playing a decisive role in resolving contemporary problems.

Rapid scientific advancements and shifts in legislative paradigms have amplified the need for
efficient jurisprudential findings tailored to economic, social, and cultural development—a movement
that Muslim scholars worldwide have rightly recognized. The emergence of modern ijtihad schools
focused on “purposive jurisprudence” (Magasid) and “jurisprudence of consequences” (Figh al-
Ma’alat) are clear examples of this endeavor. While these movements arise from a focus on emerging
issues, haste and the disregard for established deductive rules have sometimes rendered them
ineffective. In this context, Imami Jurisprudence, with its rich deductive resources—particularly the
Tradition (Sunnah) and the intellectual legacy of the Ahl al-Bayt (AS) alongside the Holy Quran—
possesses unparalleled potential for advancement, rationality, and opening clearer horizons.

Realizing this ideal depends on three essential requirements, which we shall emphasize in future
issues:

First: A profound and methodological utilization of the legacy of hadith, rijal, exegesis, ethics,
theology, and jurisprudence left by our intellectual predecessors.

Second: Timely research aligned with temporal and spatial requirements; for delays in
jurisprudential theorizing regarding emerging issues lead to stagnation and make the path of
development arduous for future generations.

Third: Informed Problem-Identification; an active researcher must possess both mastery of
fundamental jurisprudential teachings and a keen awareness of contemporary subjects, anticipating the
needs of the legislative system before beginning their scholarly writing.
